MANY STARS AND A BREATHE COMING FROM THE FAR EAST IN CRANS-MONTANA

For the OMEGA European Masters 2009 (3-6 September 2009) in Crans-Montana, an outstanding cast can be
announced.
7 players among the Top-15 of the European ranking are registered to play the tournament. 
Among them, major champions, such as Rory McIlroy (NIR/ 3rd last week-end at the US PGA Championship), 
Lee Westwood (ENG/9th of the World ranking), Soren Kjeldsen(DAN/6th at the US PGA Championship), 
Oliver Wilson (ENG/Ryder Cup 2008 hero), Gonzalo Fernandez-Castaño (the Spaniard whose game is rising),
Alvaro Quiros (ESP/one of the longest player of the world) and Thongchai Jaidee (THA/2 tournament victories
in 2009). Miguel Angel Jiménez (ESP/with over 17 million Euros of prize money to his asset), Jean-François 
Lucquin (FRA/ defending champion) and the great talent, the amateur Matteo Massareno (ITA/13th at the 
British Open 2009!) will also be competing in this year’s tournament. Julien Clément(brilliant 3rd last year) will be
leading the Swiss qualiÞed players. 

The OMEGA European Masters 2009 will be the Þrst tournament counting for the qualiÞcation for the Ryder Cup
2010 at the Celtic Manor Resort in Wales. Colin Montgomerie , the European team captain will not only follow with
great interest the evolution of his mates, but will also be in the race. The 46 year old Scot was nominated best 
European player eight times; he has won 31 titles on the PGA European Tour and has participated in 
8 Ryder Cups.

This year, the course of the Golf Club Crans-sur-Sierre will be the setting of an interesting European Premiere: the
cooperation between the OMEGA European Masters and the Asian Tour will indeed enable 30 players of the
Asian Tour to take part in this prestigious tournament, which prize money is set to 2 million Euros. The performances
of Thongchai Jaidee (mentioned above/ current leader of the Asian Tour Order of Merit), Jeev Milkha Singh
(IND/ the Asian “reference”), Seung-Yul Noh (KOR/rookie 2009), Chapchai Nirat (THA/ winner of the Sail 
Open 2009 with 32 shots under, world record) & Co. should be followed closely.
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
